
Argumentation Frame


Texts that fit the argumentation frame attempt to support a claim. The argumentation pattern commonly includes the following elements:

1. Evidence:  information that leads to a claim.

2. Claim:  the assertion that something is true (identify the claim that is the focal point of the argument).

3. Support:  examples of or explanations for the claim.
4. Qualifier:  a restriction on the claim or evidence counter to the claim.

What information does the author present that leads to the claim?


What does the author assert is true? What basic statement or claim is the focus of the information?


What examples or explanations support the claim?


What restrictions on the claim, or evidence counter to the claim, are presented?
